8 to 17 8 God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying, 9 “As for 

me, behold, I establish my covenant with you, and with your 

offspring after you, 10 and with every living creature that is with 

you: the birds, the livestock, and every animal of the earth with 

you, of all that go out of the ship, even every animal of the earth. 

11 I will establish my covenant with you: All flesh will not be cut 

off any more by the waters of the flood. There will never again 

be a flood to destroy the earth.” 12 God said, “This is the token 

of the covenant which I make between me and you and every 

living creature that is with you, for perpetual generations: 13 I set 

my rainbow in the cloud, and it will be a sign of a covenant 

between me and the earth. 14 When I bring a cloud over the 

earth, that the rainbow will be seen in the cloud, 15 I will 

remember my covenant, which is between me and you and 

every living creature of all flesh, and the waters will no more 

become a flood to destroy all flesh. 16 The rainbow will be in the 

cloud.

23 Shem and Japheth 

took a garment, and laid it on both their shoulders, went in 

backwards, and covered the nakedness of their father. Their 

faces were backwards, and they didn’t see their father’s 

nakedness. 24 Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his 

youngest son had done to him. 25 He said,  

“Canaan is cursed.  

He will be a servant of servants to his brothers.”  

26 He said,  

“Blessed be the LORD, the God of Shem.  

Let Canaan be his servant.  

27 May God enlarge Japheth.
